Participant Rules & Regulations

Please return all entry registration forms and waivers to Village Hall by June 23™.

Line up begins at 3:00pm at the August Pohl parking lot at 468 W. Ferry Street, Berrien Springs.
All units/entries must be in place by 3:30pm the day of the parade.
Children or any group of children under the age of twelve (12) years of age must have an
adultwith them before, during and after the parade.
***NO OBJECTS OF ANY KIND MAY BE THROWN TO SPECTATORS OR HANDED DOWN FROM
THEUNITS!!! This includes candy! Sorry for the inconvenience, this is in accordance with the
insurance liability policy we are under.***
***Units must stay a MINIMUM of 50 feet apart during the parade. Please pay attention
toyour distance from the unit ahead of you throughout the entire parade!***
Identification of sponsorship is limited to display on both sides of a float, tow unit, on a banner
carried in front of the unit or on the back.
Use of a portable amplification system is allowed with permission of the committee.
Use of a system for commercial, political, or religious messages is not permitted.
Political units will be limited to those approved by the committee.
Support vehicles will not be allowed in the parade without prior approval.
All units are required to leave the staging area clean, and all trash removed.
All animal units are required to have their own clean up units/people following their unit.
Autographs are NOT allowed.
All Floats and other vehicles must have drivers present during the staging area at all times.

A. Fire extinguishers are required on or near all floats.

B. No smoking is allowed on or near the floats or during the parade.

C. Safety chains must be used between the tow units and floats.

D. All lug nuts on wheels, tow unit connections, couplings, and safety chains must be

checked before moving into the staging area.
Gasoline tanks must be filled PRIOR to entering the staging area.

F. Generators and assemblies must be separated from the float framework by a heat

shield.

No driver or parade participant shall consume, possess, or be under the influence of intoxicating
or controlled substances during this event. You will be asked to leave.
ENFORCEMENT OF THESE SPECIFICATIONS, RULES, AND REGULATIONS SHALL REST WITH THE
PARADE COMMITTEE.
